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Welcome to the new year folks.  It sure has been a time of enquiries over 
January.  Most concerning cars at Summernats in Canberra.  Boy, do they 
get some questionable things turning up down there every year.  The  
organizers have cut out some of the dangerous and silly activities, but the 
cars are another matter. 
 

The story goes that entrants cannot take part unless the car is “registered”.  
All they seem to check is that the device has number plates on it.  No 
checks as to it being current rego or correct for that vehicle.  You may have 
seen the ACT Police Commissioner making comments on the media about 
the IQs of the participants.  Some may disagree with him however some 
think he got it right.  No need to carry on like that. 
 

Looks to me that some unscrupulous people take the plates off a legit HVS 
car and screw them on the strange thing they want to drive at the event. 
One I received was not even for the right brand of car?  Another one I have 
a photo of is a Commodore with FOUR turbos in series sticking out of the 
bonnet on a huge bracket.  There is no way that the driver could see any-
thing on the left side.  Fully registered in Victoria it seems???  They do not 
have a pink slip system down there, so that is a problem I think.  Others 
sent through have the usual issue with oversize wheels and that style of 
thing. 
 

As usual, if they are HVS (supposedly) registered via clubs within the CMC 
or clubs in the wider ACMC set up, then I give the clubs the chance to fix it.  
This does not happen often but does now and then.  If the rego is via one 
of the three or four hundred clubs that are not in any Approved 
Organization (AO), then I have no choice but to send the photos on to 
Transport for NSW. 
 

These clubs cannot access CVS for modified vehicles as they are not in an 
AO.  Hence their only option is HVS which they do not seem to follow 
correctly as modifications are not allowed at all on HVS. 
 

Left to Right hand steering conversions and LPG are exempt but any other 
mods take the vehicle out of HVS territory.  CVS is much the same process, 
so moving to that system is a smart option.  Transport for NSW have the 
“offending” club on their list of clubs, which they have OK’d for HVS, so it is 
their problem to sort it out.  We can offer to assist, but we are not allowed 
to “intervene” as they say.  Privacy, don’t you know.

Coming up we have meetings aplenty.  I sit in or take part in most with the assistance of several  
members of the CMC Committee.  A big thank you to those folks who give up their time to work 
through these events. 
 

The four Approved Organizations (AO) for CVS will meet monthly to talk through issues arising from 
their processing of CVS registrations.  Please note that an AO must have at least 50 clubs under its 
banner when they apply to become an AO. 
 

The Vehicle Standards Working Group will meet four times this year to handle issues with the rules 
and regulations around modifying vehicles and other points such as seatbelts being added  etc.  The 
Historic and Classic Car Industry Working Group will also meet four times this year.  This forum  
allows all our groups to have a say on any issues that affect us and our hobby.  A lot of great results 
have been gained form this Group’s efforts.  The Road Safety Advisory Council meets on an irregular 
basis but at least two times a year. The Ministers involved with Roads and Transport usually attend.  
The one coming up on 22nd Feb will be to address the increase in the road toll. 
 

Then the ACMC meets to talk over things happening within our area.  Nine bodies form the  
Association. They range from us in the CMC to Street Rods, Street Machines, Motorbikes,  
individually constructed vehicles and 4WDs.  The Australian Historic Motoring Association (AHMF) 
meets bi-monthly and has an AGM each year.  This is an assembly of major groups from most States 
in Australia. The concept is to handle things that come up on a national level.  And finally, the CMC  
Delegates will meet five more times this year for General Meetings and the AGM and the CMC  
Committee will meet another five times a few weeks before each General Meeting. 
  

In between all this we have to handle our daily lives and any documents that come our way from 
Clubs and members of those Clubs.  CVS papers come from over 2,000 people every year and must 
be processed by myself as the Responsible Person.  Making sure the papers are correct is a must as 
we have signed a Memorandum of Understanding with Transport for NSW.  The vast majority of 
these get it right and they go through with minimal problems. A few go wrong and they take some 
sorting out. Tolerance can be tested, but we try to assist as much as possible. 
 

I have learnt the hard way that making corrections to the forms gets a slap on the wrist from Service 
NSW and you have to do it all again.  White Out is a no-no!  So getting it right is a big thing for all  
concerned.  The CMC website www.councilofmotorclubs.org.au has a lot of useful information.  In  
particular the click-ons at the top of the home page which say HVS DOCS and CVS DOCS will lead you 
straight to the forms and instructions you need.

He was trying 
to pay the $25.00 into the CVS Account, however as Bendigo Bank no longer accepts cheques and  
money orders, it would incur an additional fee, he phoned me to see if I could take payment over the 
phone.  Unfortunately, CMC does not have the ability to do this. 

The gentleman does not have a computer, nor does he have internet banking.  I suggested he go to his 
bank and ask them to transfer the money into our account for him.  He had already tried this and he 
informed me that his bank wanted to charge him a $30 fee to transfer the $25 for him.  After some  
discussion, his son was able to transfer the funds for him, but as the son was moving overseas soon, the 
problem will arise again. 

This got me thinking, we all have older members in our Clubs, many of whom have no or limited  
internet access.  Cheques are disappearing quickly and the world is moving forward, leaving many  
people behind, struggling to keep up with the changes and expectations that they will adapt. 

Some have family members that can help them, but some may not, or would rather handle it  
independently.

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OLD RACE RESULTS 

As outlined by Hugh King in June issue of The Preserve, The Australian Motor Heritage Foundation is 
growing rapidly since moving into the former ARDC premises at Sydney Motor Sport Park. The facility 
now boasts an ever expanding library of motoring books, magazines, brochures, photos and race  
programmes. 

One of the Foundations goals is to fill a gap in Australian motor sport history by creating a database of 
official Australian race meeting results. 

Current competitors would be aware that since the advent of electronic timing using Dorian transponders, 
events after 1998 have their results available on either the Mylaps or http://racing.natsoft.com.au/results/ 
web sites. The AMHF approached Natsoft to utilise their platform, but the difficulties with both technical 
and workload, to transfer paper records were just not feasible. 

Event results from our Grands Prix and major Bathurst races are well covered in a number of publications 
and sites such as oldmotorrace.com and Wikipedia. But the majority of Australian race meeting results 
are lying in drawers and cupboards, just waiting to be disposed of in the next home clean up. We now 
have a large A3 scanner which can copy those old “foolscap” size pages. It also saves them as a  
searchable pdf file which will be useful as the database grows. 

At the time of writing we have Official Results for over 700 race meetings and 350 hill-climb events going 
back to 1937 on our database. But there would be thousands of events held prior to the digital age from 
1998. So if you still have copies of your pre-1998 race results, the AMHF would love to hear from you. 
You can either donate them to the AMHF or we are happy to carefully scan your originals and return 
them to you with a digital copy.

HISTORY OF CLUB PLATE SCHEMES 

 

INCLUDING ORIGIN OF NUMBER PLATES &amp; GOVERNMENT DEPARTMENTS 

 

October 1909  Enactment of the “Motor Traffic Act, 1909” 

Part II 8 (k) of the Act states “To provide that motor vehicles shall have separate 

distinguishing numbers, regulate the form of such numbers, the manner of placing 

them upon such vehicles, and the issue and return of such numbers”. 

 

March 1932  The Ministry of Transport Act, 1932 (Act No.3, 1932) 

 The Department of Transport was formed. 

 

November 1932  The Department of Main Roads (DMR) and the Department of Road Transport and  

Tramways were formed. 

 

June 1952  The Department of Road Transport and Tramways was further split into the 

Department of Transport and Highways, soon renamed the Department of Motor 

Transport (DMT) 

 

June 1959  Club Plates “Permit to Move” was first issued and only available to members of the 

Veteran Car Club of NSW. 

 

February 1969  The cut off year for Club Plates is raised to 1939.   

Initial moves are made to the Minister of Transport regarding Club Plates for all Clubs. 

 

January 1970  A meeting was held with Mr. Milton Morris, Minister for Transport re Club Plates.  

 The proposed issue date is February 1970 (Delayed till January 1984). 

 

July 1971  The DMT proposes a ‘Concessional Registration Scheme’ instead of ‘Permits to Move’. 

 

November 1983  The Minister for Transport Peter Cox advises that after a review of year model 

restrictions, applying to the veteran and vintage annual permit scheme, cars 30 years 

or older at 1st of January each year and owned by members of a recognised Club 

will be eligible for inclusion in the Club Plate Scheme. 

 

January 1984  With the introduction of the Club Plate Scheme, all recognised Clubs will be eligible, but the  
 Scheme will still be operated under Permits to Move.  Each Car Club was allocated a different  
 colour for their plates which also included a Name Bar embossed with the Club’s name to be  
 attached above the front number plate. 
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HISTORY OF CLUB PLATE SCHEMES  - continued 

 

February 1985  With Queensland now on board, NSW Club Plates are recognised nationally. 
 
January 1989  The Department of Main Roads (DMR), Department of Motor Transport (DMT), and the  
 Traffic Authority were amalgamated to form the Roads and Traffic Authority (RTA). 

 

May 2000  A “new” Club Plate Scheme is proposed to operate from 1 January 2001.  A move away from  
 the Permits to Move to a form of Conditional Registration. 
 The RTA has agreed to a 12-month parallel system for the new registrations. 
 Vehicles will remain exempt from Stamp Duty. 

 

March 2002  The RTA Conditional Registration Scheme proposed to operate from 1 January 

 2001 is now to commence on 20 May 2002. 

 It will run concurrently with the existing scheme for 12 months to facilitate a smooth changeover. 

 

May 2002  Commencement of the Historic Conditional Registration Scheme (HCRS) with the issue of a  

 dedicated “NSW Historic Vehicle” number plates referred to as “H” plates. 

 

November 2011  Roads and Maritime Services (RMS) were formed by the amalgamation of the Roads and Traffic  

 Authority (RTA) and NSW Maritime. 

 

June 2013  The “Road Transport Act 2013 No.18” is now the current Act with respect to Number Plates. 

 

January 2017  Commencement of the Classic Vehicle Scheme (CVS) with the issue of a dedicated  

 “NSW – Conditional” number plates referred to as “D” plates. 

 With the introduction of CVS, a trial of a “60 Day Log Book” was included. 

 Also, with the introduction of CVS the name and reference to the Historic Conditional  

 Registration Scheme (HCRS) was renamed to the Historic Vehicle Scheme (HVS). 

 

October 2019  Minister for Regional Transport and Roads, Paul Toole, announced that following a trial of  

 a “60 Day Log Book” the renamed “Historic and Classic Log Book” has now been made  

 permanent. 

 

December 2019  Roads and Maritime Services (RMS) and Transport for NSW (TfNSW) joined together to create  

 one integrated TfNSW. 

 

November 2020  TfNSW issued Draft guidelines “Historic Vehicle Scheme (HVS) Period Options, Accessories  
 & Safety  Items” which may aid motoring clubs in determining the eligibility of vehicles for  
 inclusion in the Historic Vehicle Scheme. 
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HISTORY OF CLUB PLATE SCHEMES  - continued 

 

 

December 2020  The “Historic and Classic Log Book” has now been issued in the form of a numbered  

 booklet instead of the original single sheet of paper. 

 

January 2024  The introduction of dedicated “NSW Classic Vehicle” number plates for new registrations  
 under the Classic Vehicle Scheme (CVS), existing vehicles on CVS issued with the previous  
 “NSW – Conditional” number plates will remain valid. 

 “NSW Historic Vehicle” number plates have undergone a minor colour change for new  
 registrations under the Historic Vehicle Scheme (HVS), existing vehicles on HVS issue  
 with the previous “NSW Historic Vehicle” number plates will remain valid.
